The program is targeted to Mé-
tis people with a limited income who 
are interested in developing their own 
business and becoming self-employed.

With small businesses continuing to 
drive new economic and employment 
growth throughout the province the 
corporation is eager to encourage Mé-
tis men, women and adult youth with 
entrepreneurial vision and a plan to 
create either full-time, part-time, sole 
proprietor, partnerships or coops busi-
ness ventures.

MMF President David Chartrand 
says the program could also appeal 
to those interested in turning a hobby 
into a business.

“Our Métis people have always been 
hard workers and very creative people, 
whether its working with their hands 
or their heads and it will be exciting to

see people who are currently living on 
income assistance or even our work-
ing poor have a chance to propose 
their own way of becoming more self-
sufficient and applying their Métis cre-
ativity.”

And the MMF president says it’s part 
of an overall strategy to implement a 
“Métis business first” policy of hav-
ing the MMF contract with Métis en-
trepreneurs, businesses and commu-
nities for the organizations products, 
services and supplies.

“This is how we are building econom-
ic and personal capacity in our commu-
nities by training our people, supporting 
their economic and personal aspira-
tions and contributing to job growth, 
education and training,” he said. 

 The program will consists of busi-
ness plan development training, one to 
one consulting services, peer support, 
access to financing, aftercare service 
and Employment and Income Assis-
tance (EIA) Enhanced Program, deliv-
ered in cooperation with MCFS. 

The first nine graduates through 
the program have successfully start-
ed businesses in massage therapy, im-
provement classes, and furnace re-
pair, just to name three.
